Mike took that invitation and attended the bible

study. It was there that Mike discovered God had more

for him than he was living. He applied for the program

and stayed at the Mission for his initial 8 months. He

began to realize that life was a gift and he was going to

respect that gift. He started to find out who he really is

and that he had a purpose for being born at this time.

It has been quite a journey since then but Mike

has persevered and now has his father and daughter back

in his life, a good job and enrolled in Bible Seminary.

Mike is presently a House Supervisor at the Mission’s

Second Chance Ranch in Box Elder County and is

completing his Ministry training for a chaplaincy.

You  should also p lan for time
to discuss y our  non-cash gif t with y our attorne y or
fin anc ial  advisor. Getting app ointments and
handling  the paperw ork takes time. So… start
earl y!

4. A life-income p lan may  make sense for y ou at
      this t ime. These defe rred givi ng p lans al low
you to es tablish a gift arrangement n ow, obtain
current  tax benefits,  create a str eam of  lifet ime
inc ome and provi de a future gift to Sal t Lake City
Mission.  They are especially attractive to donors
who  cannot  afford  to give u p current i ncome from
retirement r elated assets.
