Salt Lake City is one of 27 markets receiving Honeysuckle White® turkeys from

SALT LAKE CITY, Utah — Nov. 18, 2009 — As the holiday season nears, non-profit
groups, such as the Salt Lake City Mission, are straining to meet demand for food, and
grocers and food producers will be helping to make sure the charity’s cupboards do not
go bare.

Families in need can pick up food for Thanksgiving dinners at the Eagle Ranch
Distribution Center, 1624 South 1000 West in Salt Lake City, from 1 to 3 p.m. on
Tuesday, Nov. 24.

“When people are hungry, those of us who are able should do what we can to help,” said
Dick King, president of Fresh Market. “No one should have to go without at least a hope
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for a better tomorrow, especially this time of year. We're thankful that we can work with
the Honeysuckle White turkey More To Share program to give a little holiday season
hunger relief and help more individuals and families have a hot turkey dinner for the
holidays.”

Today, 2.5 million more Americans live in poverty than before the economic downturn
began, according to the U.S. Census Bureau. Combined with rising costs for food, fuel,
housing and medical care, 30 percent of all Americans of all ages and demographics are
without enough money to adequately feed their families, according to Feeding America.

“We give tons of food to local individuals and families annually here in Salt Lake City,”
said Wayne Wilson, executive director, Salt Lake City Mission. “We are happy to be
involved with the Honeysuckle White turkey More To Share program because it helps us
remind people of those in need, especially this time of year and we often see that
interest continue in to the following year.”
