The Lord has presented us with a very unique opportunity. The owner of our Men’s Recovery Home, where we 

have housed our men’s program since 1997, in West Valley City, Utah, has been foreclosed on. The building 

was sold on the steps of the court house on January 4
th

, 2011 and reverted back to the bank. We have tried 

unsuccessfully to give our rent payments to the bank, and even purchase the property from the bank. We have 

good credit and strong financials. However, the bank does not make commercial loans in Utah!  
 

We have received a letter from the bank requesting us to move by June 2011! 
 

In addition, on Monday May 16
th

, 2011, the owner of the building that houses the Mission’s Recovery Program 

Class Rooms, Meeting and Counseling Rooms along with our Corporate Offices was sold and we have to move 

right away!!! 
 

We are providing the needy with thousands of articles of:

  * blankets, etc. each month.

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We are feeding the hungry every day! We are serving over eight thousand (8,000) meals a month. We are 

distributing pantry style food boxes to desperate local families.  
 

But the most effective results come from the thousands of hours of personal counseling. Many of these results 

take place at the men’s recovery home, in the program class and counseling rooms.
